We lost members this year because of several deaths, people moving from the
Keys, whom | plan to join in the near future, and because we cleaned up the Lodge rolls
and removed from them those who were in arrears on their dues.

Our Lodge is no
exception. It is not yet dead. However, without the infusion of new workers or renewed
interest from inactive members, it may soon find itself on life support.

The condition of our Lodge is most critical at this point. The only cure for it is
more participation in Lodge duties and activities by all eligible members.
